Says the community: “The location
has a tremendous number of things to
offer, like five pristine lakes, a lot of
boating activity, theater and shopping.
We're really the most convenient mas-
ter-planned community in the area,”
says Richard E. Huffman, chief execu-
tive officer for HCW, the development
company. “People are coming from all
over the United States and moving in
here."

Home sweet home: There are 1,150
homes planned, with single-family
options ranging from $230,000 to the
multimillions. Buyers can customize
homes in some of the neighborhoods
with the assistance of the community
builder, Cornerstone Construction. Or,
they can bring their own builders. The
Siena at Branson Hills neighborhood
offers four Tuscan-inspired floor plans,
ranging from 1,817 to 2,485 square
feet. Condos also are available, and
construction on apartments will begin
in early 2010.
